An eclectic mix of 2 and 3 storied mews cottages has a contemporary finish and yet 
retains the old world charm of Pevsner’s Stamford. The stone slated style roofs and a use of exposed timber coupled with a carefully paved courtyard area maintains the character 

feel and the presence of electric gates and individual alarm systems ensures a fully secure environment.  

FARRIER’S MEWS enjoys a central position close to the historic market centre and a few minutes walk reaches its full and excellent range of facilities. Each mews cottage has 
accommodation built to the highest standards and the use of the latest insulative techniques and energy saving ideas ensures that the truly spacious centrally heated interior 

offers superbly planned and fitted space where living will be a pleasure. The luxury granite fitted kitchens have a full range of fitted appliances and all rooms have fitted carpets or 
ceramic tiled floors. All mains services are connected and there is an allocated parking space for each property.
